c l a s s i c a l  e d u c at i o n           Our motto at Dominion Christian School, “Knowledge. 
Truth. Wisdom.”, reflects our commitment to the Classical model, which we believe is preeminent 
among educational paradigms. This model, employed throughout the ages but largely abandoned  
in our modern society, seeks to teach our children the tools of learning. In Dorothy Sayers’ essay,  
The Lost Tools of Learning, she diagnoses the concerns with “modern” educational methods  
(those adopted in the last century), as follows:

“Is not the great defect of our education today—a defect  
traceable through all the disquieting symptoms of trouble that  

I have mentioned—that although we often succeed in teaching our pupils  
“subjects,” we fail lamentably on the whole in teaching them  

how to think: they learn everything, except the art of learning.”

T h e  T r i v i u m           Sayers proposed a return to the Classical model of education to eradicate  
this “defect,” and it is this methodology that we have embraced at Dominion Christian School. We 
therefore structure our curriculum based upon the Classical methodology known as The Trivium.  
       The Trivium consists of the three core stages of Grammar, Dialectic, and Rhetoric, and provides 
a sound structure for the pursuit of our mission at DCS.

The Grammar Stage  
(grades K-6) is the study of  
fundamentals of various  
disciplines in order to build a 
body of core knowledge that 
can be ordered and arranged  
in the development of the  
student’s reasoning and expres-
sion capabilities in the context 
of a Christian worldview.

The Dialectic 

(or Logic) Stage  
(grades 7-8) brings the data  
of the Grammar Stage into  
an ordered relationship, as  
students are taught the exercise 
of formal and informal logic.  

The Rhetoric Stage  
(grades 9-12) employs the  
data of the Grammar Stage and 
the reasoning skills acquired in  
the Dialectic Stage to develop  
the ability to express concepts  
and ideas with eloquence,  
conviction, and persuasion.
